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CLUB CONSTITUTION 
1. Title
The title of the club shall be: KIMBERWORTH STRIDERS RUNNING CLUB 
2. Objectives
The objectives of the club shall be:

To encourage the practice and development of amateur athletics.

To organise teams to represent the club in championships, leagues, relays and in such other competitions as the Committee see fit.

To be a friendly running club, for the benefit of all members and of all abilities and to promote running as a social and recreational form of exercise.

The club shall select in which of the four Athletics Disciplines it wishes to compete in for team competition, and shall notify England Athletics annually. 
· Cross Country Running 
· Fell and Hill Running 
· Road Running 
· Track and Field
3. Membership 
Membership shall be open to persons who are amateurs as defined by UK Athletics. There shall be a minimum entry age of 18 years. Each applicant for membership must complete the official application form. Any new member wishing to join from another UKA Running Club must show that they have resigned in a proper manner from that Club & with no outstanding subscriptions.
4. Committee
The committee of the club shall consist of: Club Secretary; Chairperson; Treasurer; Clothing Secretary; Press Officer; Club Captains (Men & Women); Social Secretary, Welfare Officer Plus at least four further ‘members’. All of the foregoing shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting and remain in office until the conclusion of the Annual General Meeting of the following year. The Committee shall have the power to fill vacancies if and when they arise. 
5. Annual General Meeting 
The Annual General Meeting shall be held in the month of December for the purpose of: 
1. Receiving the Annual Reports from the Club Secretary & the Chairperson. 
2. Receiving the statement of Accounts and Balance Sheet from the Treasurer – a copy of which will be sent to all committee members one week before the AGM for them to assess. 
3. Electing the Officers and Committee for the ensuing year 
4. Considering any amendments of the Constitution Rules of which due 

5. notice has been given to all members. Any proposed change to a Constitution Rule by a member must be received by the Chairperson or the Secretary at least 21 days prior to the Annual General Meeting in order that all members shall have sufficient notice of the proposal. 
6. At least 14 days’ notice shall be given to members of the date, venue and agenda items of the Annual General Meeting. Only fully paid up Club Members can attend the meeting. 
7. Besides the AGM the committee shall meet every other month, starting in January to discuss ‘events’ occurring throughout the calendar year’
6. Affiliation
The Club is affiliated to England Athletics in order to carry out the objects of the club. 
7. Subscriptions
Members will pay an annual subscription fee at the commencement of the club year. The level of fees shall only be determined at an Annual General Meeting. The Annual subscription must accompany the application for membership. Members will be registered with the England Athletics Membership Scheme. Existing members re-joining should pay their subscriptions within two months of the start of the new membership year; if not, after this time will face a £2 levy. This does not supply to new members joining the club in their first year.
The Club Membership Year is April to March inclusive. 

8. Resignations
Any member wishing to resign must do so in writing to the Chairperson or the Club Secretary. Also non-payment of subscriptions will be deemed as tendering your resignation. 
9. Extraordinary General Meeting
An Extraordinary General Meeting shall be called by the Secretary or Chairperson within one month of the receipt of a requisition signed by at least 3 members stating the purpose of the meeting. At least 14 days’ notice shall be given to all fully paid up members of the date, venue and purpose of an Extraordinary General Meeting. No other business shall be conducted at such a meeting.

Secretary 

1. Receive and distribute all correspondence relating to the Club. 
2. Correspond with regulatory/officiating bodies. 
3. Liaise with website administrator/newsletter editor to keep members informed of dates of South Yorkshire 5 mile road races/xc races etc. 
4. Apply for and administer club places for the London Marathon. 
5. Keep members informed of any extraordinary business and give timely notification of EGM’s. 
6. Maintain database of members with UKA. 
7. Administer membership applications and renewals. 
8. Prepare and present a report for the AGM. 
9. Take action to promote membership, attract new members and increase membership of club.
Treasurer 

1. Maintain accounts. 
2. Maintain supporting documents i.e. receipts. 
3. Prepare accounts for the AGM – To be seen by all Committee Members a week before the proposed AGM. 
4. Pay expenses and fees. 
5. Bank incoming cash and cheques. 
6. Receive membership fees for banking. 
7. Prepare and present a report for the AGM.
Team Captains 
1. Organize Club Teams – male & female.
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
